Qualifications and Guidelines

Woman's Missionary Union of Virginia (WMUV) has established a scholarship for Girls In Action
GA’s) for the summer camping program at CrossRoads in memory of Kristen and Katie Lisk.

Scholarships shall be given to outstanding Girls in Action who have exhibited leadership
qualities in GAs and who attend a church affiliated with the Baptist General Association of
Virginia (BGAV). Applicants are eligible for one scholarship per camping year.

Applicants for the Lisk scholarship should be actively involved in GAs. Applicants must be
recommended for the scholarship by the GA leader/director of the local church or association, or
as approved by the Board of Trustees of WMUV.

Applicants must meet the requirements for summer campers at CrossRoads. Applicants from
another state applying for scholarship aid involving travel must be at least 10 years or older.
Applicants must be able to obtain written permission from parents or guardian to travel, if
necessary. Applicants must be willing to assume all responsibilities for travel and personal safety.

Applicants for this scholarship shall be recognized by her church as an outstanding GA with
praiseworthy qualities.

Availability of scholarships will be limited to the funds provided by interest earned, donations, or
not more than 15% of unrestricted funds.

Scholarship approval is subject to available space at CrossRoads.

Lisk scholarship applications will be reviewed and evaluated by two of the following: the Executive
Director/Treasurer of WMUV, Director of CrossRoads, or the Summer Camp Director.
Scholarship recipients will be sent a letter of confirmation, health form, and camp brochure upon
approval.

After their camp experience, applicants are required to write a one page summary of "What |
Learned or Experienced at Camp." This should be mailed to: Scholarships, WMUV, P. O. Box
8435, Richmond, VA 23226.

Candidate shall be endorsed by the Board of Trustees of WMUV.
